There are 695 people who experience homelessness in Mackay -
Isaac - Whitsunday Region on any given day according the to
2016 Census. Of these 102 were young people, accounting for
roughly 15% of the total homeless population.

The data shows that young people in the Mackay - Isaac - Whitsunday Region 
aged 12 – 24 years of age were diversely dispersed across living arrangements.
